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The market index changed on 1 December 2021. The previous index was a weighted 

composite benchmark index as described in the SIPO (“3. Investment objective and 

benchmark”) dated 29 June 2023. The new index is independently administered and widely 

used to compare funds in New Zealand.  The manager also considers that the new market 

index is more appropriate for measuring changes in the market in relation to returns on the 

assets that the Fund invests in.  As a result, the market index annual return is calculated 

using the previous market index for the period since Fund inception to 30 November 2021 

and the new market index from 1 December 2021.

Example of how this applies to an investor 

Tara had $10,000 in the fund at the start of the year and did not make any further 

contributions. At the end of the year, Tara received a return after fund charges were 

deducted of $402 (that is 4.02% of her initial $10,000). Tara also paid $27 in other charges. 

This gives Tara a total return after fees, charges, and tax of $315 for the year.

 Changes in the value of the NZ dollar relative to other currencies can 

have a big impact on your investment over the long term. The target currency hedging is 0% 

of non-NZD equity exposure and 100% of non-NZD fixed interest exposure (actual hedging 

level at 30 June 2023 was 72.70% of the foreign currency exposure (this will change over 

time)).
